
AFTER 40 and 10 COMES PENTECOST 
 

“What did Jesus do after his bodily resurrection from the 
dead?”  This sort of question usually results in the quick 
answer, “ He ascended into heaven!”  Ah, yes that is 
correct but when?  Acts 1:3 gives us a little insight: 

  

After his suffering, he showed himself to these men 
and gave many convincing proofs that he was alive. 
He appeared to them over a period of forty days 
and spoke about the kingdom of God.  

The disciples who had been with Jesus for nearly three 
years needed some further instruction AFTER the trial, 
death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus.  They were needing 
further focus upon the kingdom of God since their entire 
lives had been focused upon the Kingdom of Israel.  These 
two concepts were not the same thing and they were 
tripping over Israel on the way to the Kingdom.  Forty days 
with Jesus after the resurrection helped this to become 
more settled for them.  However, there were some loose 
ends to be tied up and they could not resist the temptation 
to ask, “Lord, are you at this time going to restore the 
kingdom to Israel?” (Acts 1:6)  Jesus tied up their loose 
ends by explaining that the Father has set such things on 
his timetable and by his authority and it was not their 
concern.  Then he gave them something to focus on for 
about ten days: 

But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit 
come on you, and you will be my witnesses in 
Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to 
the ends of the earth. 

Like a rocket upon the pad the disciples sat gathered in an 
upper room and prayed and waited—then Pentecost (the 
50th day) came and the church launched!
